Kindergarten Readiness is on the Rise








The work of REACHigher and other community partners aiming to improve learners’ readiness for kindergarten has borne fruit. For students entering kindergarten in the fall of 2009, the average score on the Kindergarten Readiness Assessment-Literacy (KRA-





L) increased in ten school districts since 2005.  Additionally, eleven school districts saw a plurality of students scoring in Band 3 (the highest scoring band), up from seven schools with a plurality of high-scorers in 2005.
